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Dog owner friends tell us about the difficulty in finding a
building that welcomes dogs. In contrast, London Terrace Towers has always happily
put out the welcome mat to our four legged friends. For instance, did you know that
(in the 30's, for several years running) there was an official London Terrace Dog Show
held in the garden area? Our dog population has continued to grow as new dog own-
ers move in and current residents have adopted a second - or even a third - dog.

As with anything else in life, sometimes there are bad parts to an overall good thing.
Lately, the office has received an unprecedented number of complaints - not about
the dogs but their owners! Have you seen one of your neighbors allowing their pet to
hop up into our tree pits or lead their pet directly to the walls and entrances of our
building to relieve themselves? How about the owner who doesn't use a leash while
in the building - or brings their pet (this includes cats!) to the laundry room?

There have been complaints from our commercial space neighbors about residents
allowing their pets to relieve themselves directly in front of the entrance to their
establishments. And, of course, there are the usual "not picking up" reports.

Those who are offended by these behaviors - out of frustration - have recommended
a "pet moratorium” on new dogs and a limit to the numbers of dogs allowed per res-
idence. These seem like extreme measures when there are other ways to help reduce
the problem.

What can we do? If you witness any of these things - particularly when walking your
own dog - try an empathetic appeal to the dog owner. Recognize that their pet has
been cooped up all day, that the street/sidewalk is the only option for most owners
and that looking for the "perfect spot" is probably one of the only outdoor activities
the dog has! Just kindly suggest that the walls of our building or the sidewalk in front
of the entrance to our home is not the spot to pick.

Sometimes the "offender” isn't even the dog's owner but a hired walker. This should
be reported to the office so that the owner can be advised. One resident has sug-
gested that identified dog walkers who don't clean up after the pets in their charge
not be allowed access to our buildings (similar to our policy regarding menu-distrib-
uting restaurants).

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THE OFFICIAL LONDON TERRACE DOG SHOW HELD IN THE GARDEN AREA, JULY 1937.




Dear Fellow Shareholders and Neighbors,

About eighteen months ago, the (then) Board of Directors undertook a study of
the staff: One of the issues that caught their attention was the assignment of a sec-
ond lobby attendant in the 465 building. The extra lobby aitendant was there
because of the bank door located in that lobby. This additional lobby attendant
was on duty Monday through Saturday from 8AM to 4PM. That Board con-
cluded that the door should be removed and that the position should be reas-
signed in a way that would benefit the entire cooperative.

Among the factors which influenced their thinking were:

* the security of the residents and employees of 465;

* the six days of lobby attendant salary and benefits costs;

* the need for additional personnel (eg., a midnight to 8 AM handyman,
a dinner break relief lobby attendant, eic.);

* the increased productivity of our porters

* no employee would be laid off as a result of this change.

Some people expressed concern that the pool and health club traffic is heavy
enough to require an extra lobby attendant for security purposes. You might be
surprised to learn - as we did - that the pool and health club traffic analysis
showed that -by far - the greatest use of the facilities occurs from 6:30 AM until
about 8:30 AM and from 5:30 PM until closing. These peak usage times occur
before and after the shift of the second lobby attendant.

Others bemoan the loss of the convenient entrance to the bank. In this particu-
lar regard, the Board opted for security over convenience. The bank has been
robbed at gunpoint on more than one occasion. We wanted 1o make it less con-
venient for entering or exiting criminals!

An additional lobby video camera and a new pool entrance door with an
improved buzzer system were installed as well.

Because there are still 35 rent regulated apartments in 465, the Board decided to
apply for a ruling from the DHCR (the city agency which governs rent regulation
issues) before taking any action. Just before the end of the year; the DHCR ruled
in_favor of the cooperative's application (o close the bank door and remove the
additional lobby attendant.

The ruling granted the 465 rental tenants a $15.00 per month reduction in their
rent. The Offering Plan of the Cooperative provides for reimbursement by the
cooperative to the sponsor for rent losses as a result of changes such as this. If the
awarded amount remains the same, we would reimburse the sponsor (35 x $15
= $525/monith) $6,300 per year: This indemnification amount will only go down
as the 35 rent regulated apartments are vacated by the current residents. In con-
trast, the costs associated with the extra lobby attendant would have presumably
escalated.

With all of the above in mind, the Board - at the January 12th meeting - voted to
reassign the extra lobby attendant, effective February 1st. As of that date, all four
buildings had a uniformed, trained lobby attendant covering the lunch breaks
on the day shift...just as we have during the evening. In addition, the new posi-
tion has been assigned specific duties regarding the outside of our buildings and
the freight elevator areas on 24th Street. We were happy that Ralph Garcia, Sr:
(one of the 465 lobby attendants) volunteered for the position. This one change
adds another thirty-five hours of porter productivity per week. We're already see-
ing a difference and getting positive responses from you.

The Board also voted to remove the bank door in the 465 lobby as soon as is prac-
ticable. In anticipation of this change, marble was "culled" from the other three
lobbies during the renovation for use in the 465 lobby.

We realized that while this wasn't initially a universally applauded idea, we are
hopeful that those of you who were disappointed by the change - when you see
the benefits for yourselves - will support it.

SWIMMING HALL OF FAME
INDUCT

MARIE GIARDINI

A LONGTIME FRIEND
OF LONDON TERRACE TOWERS The Wl o

a fascinating interview of Marie Giardini, 465 by Quality of Life committee member,
Mollie Michala (465).

Marie commuted into the city from Long Island for forty-two years to lifeguard at
the London Terrace pool. She finally decided to live in the city and moved into an
apartment in the Gardens...and continued to lifeguard here for another three
years! Marie retired in 1988. She and her husband of 68 years, Gerard, then moved
into the Towers about five years ago.

The Metropolitan Swimming Hall of Fame inducted Marie Giardini on May 7, 1999.
Her name was etched into the walkway in Fort Lauderdale, Florida when she was
inducted into the International Swimming Hall of Fame in 1984.

"My father taught me to swim at Coney Island. I was the second of eight children.
He never warned us kids to 'be careful, be careful'. No, he didn’t teach us to be
afraid. At the same time, he really watched over us."

“When I was a little older I'd watch the expert swimmers at the Williamsburg
Brooklyn pool. After they left, I'd jump in and try the same routines. I remember
sneaking my bathing suit out of the house to go swimming in the winter time. I
would leave it at a friend’s house to dry out and then walk a mile home with ici-
cles on my head. We didn’t have hair dryers then, you know."

Marie made a name for herself as an Olympic swimming coach and official in twen-
ty Olympic try-outs. She coached the 1948 USA Olympic swim team in England and
the 1956 Olympic team in Australia. Her star student, Carin Cone, won the 1956 sil-
ver medal in the 100-meter backstroke. (Cone went on to set a new world record
for 100 meter backstroke as well as win sixteen national backstroke titles.) Marie
also participated in twenty Senior Nationals.

Marie has photos of herself with Eleanor Holm, the 1932 Olympic backstroke
champion, and Gertrude Ederle (now ninety-one years old), the first woman to
swim the English Channel on August 6, 1926...and in faster time than any man!

"The World’s Fair tryouts of 1939 were held in our London Terrace pool. Over
the years the best swimmers in our country worked out here: Eleanor Holm,
Gertrude Ederle, Johnny Weismuller, Mark Spitz" - and, of course, Marie.
Marie tells us of her husband's support. "I was sixteen and a bridesmaid at a friend's
wedding when I meet Jerry. In the sixty-eight years we've been married, Jerry never
said I couldn’t do something and he never told me what to do. Jerry is the one who
lent me the money to join the women’s swimming associations of New York."
"Yeah, ten dollars," Jerry laughs, "and she never paid me back."

"We all owe so much to the women’s swimming association of New York. It began
in 1917 but doesn’t exist anymore. Paul Gallico, sports writer, called the associa-
tion the "cradle of water champions". Thanks to them I began working with chil-
dren. I'love bringing the best out in them, learning to lose as well as win. I taught
Jose Ferrar’s daughter. He'd sing when he came to pick her up."

After a brief illness, Marie is anxious to get back to her daily three-quarter mile in
the pool and three hour daily walk. And - believe it or not - Marie is still coaching
swimming in our pool...still not taking any money for it.

"You explain when you teach, because then you hold them."
