Even though a basic homeowner's policy usually covers just
personal property and liability, most home business owners

don't have appropriate insurance. According to a

Our USIHeSS who works from home should get extra
equ1 me nt Or insurance; it depends on the size and type

lnventory , , of business you have. If your business is just

your computer and you, chances are you don't

need extra insurance. But if you have clients who come to

your home, have expensive equipment or store expensive inven-
tory, a separate policy is a good investment. In any event, you
should check with your insurance agent while you are problem

free - not after!



Dear Fellow Shareholders and Neighbors,

Please keep reading this letter...even after you realize it's about insur-
ance! At our next Annual Shareholders Meeting, the Board of Directors
intends to propose a change to our proprietary leases requiring share-
holders to purchase insurance for their unit. The proprietary lease may
be changed only by the approval of 75% of the outstanding shares so it
will be crucial that each of you vote. You will be hearing more about vot-
ing procedures in the future but now I want to focus your attention on
the reasons bebind our unanimous proposal.

Over the years, we bave received numerous inquiries from share-
holders about individual homeowners insurance. Do I need insurance?
How much insurance? What are my responsibilities and liabilities under
the proprietary lease? Unfortunately, many times after a loss, we have
discovered that shareholders are uninsured, underinsured or misin-
formed about their liability. We've bad to advise owners that our Master
Insurance Policy will NOT cover their losses. Take for example, the new
owner (of less than one week) whose contractor mixed the wrong chem-
icals and destroyed the apartment in the resulting fire. He had no insur-
ance. Nothing was covered...not the cleanup, not the walls, not the floors,
not the kitchen or anything in it....not a pretty picture.

What insurance does the Cooperative have? Our insurance covers the
Dphysical structure of the building, general liability, water damage and
legal liability. What does the Cooperative's insurance NOT cover? It does
not cover the loss of or damage to items such as furniture, clothing, jew-
elry, paintings and objets d art, lighting fixtures, and kitchen and bath-
room fixtures and appliances. In addition, the Cooperative's insurance
does not protect against damage to any of the improvements or alter-
ations to the original structure of the unit, REGARDLESS OF WHETHER
OR NOT THE PRESENT OWNER EFFECTED THOSE CHANGES. This
includes kitchen cabinets, floor coverings, wallpaper, custom woodwork
and bathroom fixtures. This must be covered in your individual insur-
ance policy...and is so stated clearly in your proprietary lease.

If the above didn't convince you to get insurance, you should also
know that if your neighbor's apartment is damaged due to your negli-
gent conduct (e.g., flooding from a sink or overflowing bathtub), YOU -
not the Cooperative - are personally responsible for all damage to
the other unit.

Do you sublet your apartment? YOU are responsible for damage
caused by your tenant to the building or to a neighbor's apartment.

Is your apartment next door, above or below a neighbor who doesn't
have insurance?

Do you have a home business? Be sure to read the article about that
on the front page.

The Board wants to make this an easy decision for you. We will distrib-
ute more information and have meetings in the future. As we get closer
to the meeting date, we hope you will agree with us and vote YES - either
in person or by proxies which we will have available at the time - on the
requirement that every sharebolder must have insurance coverage for
their homes.

Window A/C Sleeves

Through-the-wall air conditioner sleeves allows one to regain a
window, more daylight, better views, a window sill and, with it, a
resting place for a plant. We recommend using Elgot Air
Conditioning. After approval from
the management office, Elgot will
come to remove your old unit and
temporarily block off the window
opening. The next step is cutting
through-the-wall and setting the
through the wall sleeve, including
caulking and waterproofing. The
final step is installing your new air
conditioner. The cost for this
process, the new air conditioner
and a certificate for capital
improvement is $1825. Elgot can
be reached at 879-1200.

Your new window pane should
be ordered in advance of this
process. We recommend Franklen
Glass, who will measure, make
and install 2 non-opening window pane for approximately $150.00

Remember, you must get pre-approval from the management
office to do this work. Certain apartments on the 2nd, 3rd, 15th and
16th floors cannot take advantage of this due to the decorative exte-
rior facades on those floors.
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THIS AND THAT
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On May 17, 2000, a lit cigarette was thrown over the wall on the 470
roof deck, resulting in a fire on the terrace below. Luckily, a neighbor
extinguished the fire. BUT the fire department had to mobilize to
ensure the fire was completely out, the smoke scared a good number of
people and it will cost the cooperative's shareholders several thousands
of dollars to repair the damage. There are buckets provided on the roof
deck for cigarette butts. Use them....or stop using the roof deck.

Thank you to Mark Davies (470) for our newly planted tree pits
on Ninth and Tenth Avenues and in front of each building. Mark is a horti-
culturist with his own thriving business. Needless to say, this is his busiest
time of year. Yet, he makes the time to ensure our roof deck and our street
level plantings look as good as they do.

Your air conditioner should be serviced at the beginning of each summer
season. Because our neighbors who rent are entitled to this service via their
leases, the Management Office contracted with Domestic Air Conditioning
Services, Inc. you can use them too. Their phone number is 718-894-5726.
Domestic's price is $48.00 plus tax.

Another alternative is hiring George Duckworth. George is one of our
employees in the maintenance department who has air conditioner servicing
experience. Keep in mind that George cannot work for you while on his shift.
As is the case with hiring any of our employees to work for you, you must sign
a waiver (obtained through the office) which absolves the Cooperative of
responsibility connected to this work. You can reach George by leaving a mes-
sage for him in the Management Office at 675-2000. George will call you back.

The May 2000 issue of THE COOPERATOR, a monthly publication devoted to
the issues facing cooperatives, focused on lobby and interior design. The
London Terrace Towers lobby renovation was the featured article, showing
before and after pictures. The articles begins, "Like a firm handshake or solid
eye contact, certain things can turn first impressions into good impressions."
THE COOPERATOR's assessment that our lobbies are "welcoming" and "ele-
gant" is a message that was spread to the thousands of real estate profession-
al who support their publication.
